Diocese of Shrewsbury Schools Building Fund

[image: image11.wmf]The Diocese introduced the building fund in 2000 as falling church attendance rates meant that collection plate funds were no longer sufficient in keeping our Catholic schools buildings well maintained. The suggested annual donation is £15 per child (just over 28p per week). Based upon such figures, annual contributions to Cheadle Catholic Junior School should be in the region of £5,400; however we have received to date only a fraction of this amount.
We appreciate that times are hard, financially but we, at the moment, have to supplement essential building and repair work from the schools main budget – money which should be spent on other essential classroom and curriculum resources.
We would ask those who have not yet contributed to make any donation they can to the fund, we also ask that Parents who set up a standing order at the Infant school contact Kay O’Rourke at the Diocese (0151 652 9855) as their money continues to go to the Infants Building Fund and not ours here at the Junior School.
